	The main structural elements of the existing barn comprise second hand creosoted telegraph poles which have been exposed to the elements and to date have required to support corrugated tin walls and roof, there is therefore some uncertainty as to the following:
Whether the buildings are structurally suitable to convert under Class Q regulation
Whether creosoted structure should be permitted under Statutory Instrument 721:2003 which prohibits creosoted materials to be used in buildings
Class Q also requires the proposed conversion to be in keeping with surrounding properties as the footprint of the existing barn is very small and could only be converted to a single storey property, given the current height, the property would be disproportionately small relative to the size of the plot and to surrounding properties
All Councillors present voted to support this application subject to adherence to the condition as defined below which would be required to be addressed:
Class Q regulations must be agreed to be monitored and adhered to prior to and during development
