Dear Friends 
 
I am very much looking forward to seeing many of you at the Carol and Crib service on Christmas Eve, it is 
clearly a high light of the Christmas Celebrations in Horseheath. I hope your preparations for Christmas are 
at a suitably advanced stage. (It’s just crossed my mind as I type this that I haven’t thought about Christmas 
Cards. It wouldn’t be the first year that my cards have arrived during not before the 12 days.) 
 
When Jesus was born in Bethlehem it wasn’t something that just happened. God didn’t look down on the 
earth and say to himself ‘I know what I send Jesus my son. That will sort things out!’ No, the idea that Jesus 
should be born into creation was part of God’s plan form the beginning. As it says in Johns Gospel ‘In the 
beginning was the word’ and ‘the word became flesh and dwelt among us.’ The ‘Word’ that became flesh in 
Jesus was there at the beginning planning and making of the universe.

A meeting was held on Monday 12 November in the Village Hall. In attendance were 6 parishioners, our 
Parish Clerk Melanie Laing, our District Councillor Geoff Harvey and our County Councillor Henry Batchelor.

Emergency Plan - The District Council is looking to update its Emergency Plan in case of any unforeseen 
disasters in the District and they are asking Parish Councils to update their sections - for example, those in 
the village that have a chainsaw or a tractor to assist moving fallen trees, those with medical knowledge and 
so on.   
Universal Credit - This month saw the introduction of Universal Credit in South Cambridgeshire and SCDC 
has been working to try to smooth effects of the introduction on residents. They urge that any residents that 
feel they are not coping, particularly council housing tenants worried about getting into rent arrears should 
contact SCDC at the earliest opportunity rather than letting problems build up. 
Athletic Referrals - Active & Healthy 4 Life is South Cambs’ exercise referral scheme for residents with 
medical conditions. It operates from sports centres across the District and is a 12-week personalised fitness

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programme, which is drawn up by supervised trainers.

Planning 
Plot behind The Paddocks. West Wickham Road - We recommended refusal as the land is outside the 
village planning framework. 
Flint Cottage, Haverhill Road - We recommended approval as the size of the extension has now been 
reduced. 
Barns south of Howards Lane, Cardinal’s Green - the Parish Council recommended refusal of permission to 
carry out further works and change of use of a larger plot following an earlier ‘Class Q’ permitted 
development permission, but this has now been approved by The District Council.  
The Old Red Lion - permission for kitchen extractor approved by The District Council. 
 
The following applications are still out for consultation or enforcement: 
Cottage Nursery - retention of use of barn and storage buildings 
Thistledown, Cardinal’s Green - ditch piped without permission 
The Stables - various planning conditions need enforcement 
 
Pollinator Action Plan 
Following a grant to support the development of a Pollinator Action Plan establishing greater biodiversity 
within the Parish Council burial ground, it is now hoped to widen this to take in the Churchyard, the Cricket 
Field and the public spaces in the village through judicious planting and mowing regimes. A launch for this 
initiative was held in The Village Hall with projects for children, lots of information and talks from Guy 
Belcher, the City Council’s Biodiversity Officer, and a representative of the British Trust for Ornithology 
creating awareness of how the community can encourage and promote greater biodiversity in their own 
gardens, etc. Thanks to Terry Mundy and John Howard for all their work on this project. 
 
Hedges and trees 
The Thurlow Estate, who own Manor Farm in Horseheath, have informed us of significant hedge cutting, 
tree coppicing plus some hedge planting on their land, some of which contains footpaths. Their plans have 
been approved by Natural England, as part of Thurlow’s current five year environmental stewardship 
arrangements. 
 
Defibrillator Units 
We have now sites agreed at The Village Hall in Horseheath and near the Mill Green turn in Cardinal’s 
Green. We expect the units to be in place soon and once they are we will organise a presentation on their 
use in The Village Hall. 
 
Audley Way play area 
A bench is still on the way. 
 
Litter 
We are once again concerned at the amount of litter in the village and will look into ways to help reduce this.  
We are very grateful to a number of villagers who keep their frontage litter free, to The Brownies who do an 
annual litter pick and to others who clear footpaths.  
 
Maintenance 
We have reported and are chasing this list, which shows some progress. 
- Damaged directional sign Howards Lane/A1307.  
- Damaged road surface A1307/Linton Road junction, A1307/Haverhill Road junction.  
- Missing 30mph sign at village entrance from West Wickham 
- Footways - Damaged pavement surfaces following path sweeper 
- Missing and damaged bollards on A1307/Montfort junction 
- Road drainage – Alington Terrace  
- Gutter weeds in Horseheath and Cardinal’s Green

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A MESSAGE FROM LUCY FRASER, MP 
 
As Christmas approaches and we near the end of another year, I wanted to reflect on the last 12 months 
which seem to have flown by once again. 
 
Working with partners across the constituency, from local campaign groups to councillors and the Mayor and 
Government, I am delighted that projects which I have championed are now reaching fruition. The Ely 
Bypass, which I helped obtain Government funding for, has now been finalised. After regular meetings with 
BT and Connecting Cambridgeshire, open meetings with residents and regular phone exchanges, 95% of 
premises in our constituency now have access to superfast broadband (although I continue to press for full 
rollout in some of the outstanding ‘not-spots’). Also, a free to use, Government backed teacher recruitment 
website, which I’ve actively pursued for 3 years, is now being rolled out nationally, having been piloted in 
Cambridgeshire. 
 
I am proud to have supported a number of successful campaigns; ensuring the continuation of the Princess 
of Wales’ Local Urgent Care pilot and helping local commuters regain a pre-9am off peak train service to 
Cambridge after timetable changes made it ‘peak’. At every available opportunity I continue to make 
representations on behalf of local residents to the A1307 Strategy Board and the Greater Cambridge 
Partnership (GCP) about concerns relating to the A1307. In the short term, I am keen to see essential safety 
improvements, proposed as part of the GCP’s work stream, delivered as soon as possible. I am also 
focused on engaging with the A1307 Strategy Board to highlight to them the significant reservations about a 
new dual carriage way between Haverhill and Cambridge which I know concerns many residents – I will do 
my utmost to continue to make sure these concerns are heard. 
 
Longer term projects such as upgrading the A10, building a station in Soham, improving junction 37 on 
the A142/A14 are ongoing. 
 
Also ongoing is my commitment to local schools. £6m extra funding over 3 years, owing to the ‘Opportunity 
Areas’ status I helped secure for schools in East Cambridgeshire, is now being made available in the form 
of grants.

Christmas is approaching! The time of year when we’re enjoying a tipple with friends, cooking up festive 
feasts for the family and entertaining loved ones. With all the fun to be had it is easy to be distracted when 
cooking in the kitchen. 

50 per cent of all fires in the home start in the kitchen and more than half of those are as a result of 
distraction whilst cooking. 

We want to help ensure your festive cheer doesn’t go up in smoke this Christmas by sharing our tips below 
for safe cooking over the festive season: 

• Never leave cooking unattended 

• Do not cook when tired or under the influence of alcohol, drugs or medication that makes you 
drowsy 

• Regularly clean the grill pan and oven. Built up fat can easily catch fire 

• Never leave anything cooking if you leave the house 

• Do not leave anything flammable on or near the hob – tea towels, oven gloves and even washing 
baskets can catch fire 

• Take care when using microwaves. Fires can start when people put food in too long. 

• Oven chips or temperature control deep fat fryers are safer than using a chip pan. If you do use a 
chip pan, do not fill it more than one third with fat and turn the heat down if the oil starts smoking 

• Fire can break out in household appliances so you should regularly maintain dishwashers, washing 
machines and driers, never leave them on if you go out or go to bed and register your appliances 
online to ensure you are made aware of any faults or recalls 

• Have a working smoke alarm on each floor of your home. If it keeps going off when you are cooking 
it is probably in the wrong location or you may have the wrong type of smoke alarm 

• Never take the batteries out of your smoke alarm.
