Dear Friend  
 
óNow on the first day of the week Mary Magdalene came to the tomb early, while it was still dark and saw 
that the stone had been taken away from the tomb.’ So begins St John’s account of the events of the first 
Easter day and the events of the resurrection. If ever we needed to rehear the message of this earth 
changing event it is this year.  Each year at 8am on Easter morning at All Saints Castle Camps we hold a 
service which begins outside with the lighting of a fire and while that gets going we hear again the story of 
the Exodus from the Old Testament. In the meantime (if it is not too wet) the fire will have started and then 
after a preamble. óThis is the day when our Lord Jesus Christ passed from death to life. Throughout the 
world Christians celebrate the awesome power of God. As we hear his word proclaim all that God has done, 
we can be confident that we shall share his victory over death and live with him for everô. Then bending 
down, being careful not to set fire to my robes or lose my eyebrows, I light a taper from the fire which I use 
to light our Easter Candle and say, óMay the light of Christ rising in glory banish the darkness from our hearts 
and mindsô. Then I hold up the candle and proclaim ‘The light of Christô and people respond ‘Thanks be to 
God’.  
 
As I write this we have started our journey on the road out of lockdown with schools opening on 8 March. 
Further steps on the road are expected on 29 March. 12 April (the week after Easter) 17 May and 21 June. 
How far we have progressed by Easter will depend on things like R rates and vaccination roll out. So, 
whether we are back in Church by Easter I don’t know (but I do hope we are. I should have more idea in the 
next week or so but we all know how quickly things change and the best made plans etc). But we don’t need 
to be in Church for the bonfire and the candle lighting – it takes place outside. Last year we weren’t holding 
any services at all so it was just myself and the family who were at the church lighting the fire and 
proclaiming the resurrection. This year we are allowed to have a congregation. So, despite whatever else 
may be happening I will be at All Saints at 8am lighting the fire and the Easter Candles. I’ve ordered the 
candles, big ones with colourful crosses on them. New Candle for what I hope will be a new start for us all.  
 
Normally after we have finished our service we have breakfast together, with a glass of Buck’s fizz, or just 
fizz if preferred, on hand. Whether we can do breakfast I don’t know but I hope that we will be able to pour 
liquid into glasses and toast the resurrection and the banishing of darkness from our hearts and minds. 
  

Alleluia, Christ is risen. He is risen indeed. Alleluia 
Let’s hope it isn’t raining or we’ll get wet.

A Parish Council meeting was held by remote video on Monday 15 March. In attendance were our Parish 
Clerk Melanie Laing, our District Councillor Geoffrey Harvey and County Councillor Henry Batchelor. 
 
Co-option of Gavin Staples – we were pleased to co-opt Gavin to the Parish Council. 
 
District Council news – www.scambs.gov.uk: cllr.harvey@scambs.gov.uk 
The Zero Carbon Grant scheme will re-open before August. There is an excellent video on regenerative 
farming on the Council’s website - https://carbonneutralcambridge.org/sustainable-farming/ 
 
County Council news - www.cambridgeshire.gov.uk: HenryBatchelor@cambridgeshire.gov.uk 
Local elections will take place in May this year for the County Council, Cambridgeshire & Peterborough 
Combined Authority and the Police & Crime Commissioner. There is still uncertainty about how public 
meetings may be conducted from May onwards – this will affect how our Village meeting occurs; we hope 
after May Parish Council meetings will be in person but await guidance. Both the County and District 
councils have now agreed their budgets for this municipal year, which include council tax levels. The 
County Council have agreed a 3.99% rise which equates to £3.38 per month on band D properties. The 
District Council have agreed a £5 per year rise.

Local Plan Consultation – we have submitted responses to the sites proposed by Landowners for 
development that involve our Parish – you can find the proposed sites at 
https://www.greatercambridgeplanning.org/emerging-plans-and-guidance/greater-cambridge-local-
plan/document-library/site-submissions/. 
 
Updated Code of Conduct for Councillors – is now available on www.horseheath.info. 
 
Horseheath Parochial Charities – Christine Newman was re-appointed as a Trustee; if anyone wishes to 
come forward to serve as a Trustee please contact John Howard. 
 
Wild flowers in selected road verges – Terry Mundy and others will be scarifying the areas of road verges 
to be re-seeded on Tuesday 23 March. Residents will be sowing seed on the morning of Saturday 27 March; 
the Brownies will all receive seed to sow in their gardens. 
 
The A1307 and Haverhill – there is renewed interest from the Haverhill Rail Group in putting the Cambridge 
to Haverhill railway line forward as one of the lines the government might re-open. Details are here - 
https://www.railfuture.org.uk/East+Anglia+Haverhill. 
 
Cycling and non-motorised Transport Routes – we are working with other Parish Councils east of Linton 
to seek investment from the Greater Cambridgeshire Partnership to facilitate safer non-car travel. We are 
currently proposing better cycle storage at bus stops and designated cycling routes between villages. In 
addition we are investigating whether the Alington Terrace bus stop might be moved west to the laybys on 
the A1307 which would not then be used by lorries. The proposal document is on www.horseheath.info. 
Please let John Howard know your views on these ideas.  
 
The Wildwood Disco in Crofts Wood – we are hoping to learn more about plans for this year at our May 
meeting. Noise levels for future events will be monitored and reported to environmental health. The Parish 
Council apologises for any inaccuracies in posters about the Licence review last year. 
 
Social housing – we await the outcome of discussions by Hastoe Housing Association with landowners. 
 
Local Highways Initiative – We will submit an application to improve the approach to Cardinals Green from 
Mill Green in April. 
 
Moving Vehicle Speed Sign – we will purchase a new sign of our own in the next few weeks. 
 
The Neighbourhood Plan – Work had stopped because of the Covid 19 emergency; we are hoping to re-
start this project. 
 
Village Litter Pick – will be held on Saturday 17 April 
 
Communication- Covid has emphasised the importance of maintaining close contacts with residents; all 
Councillors are always happy to hear resident’s views. We agreed to review how we communicate in the 
village and will set up a formal email list in addition to continuing our use of the website, contributing to the 
Facebook page and The Venture and posters and flyers. If you would like to comment on how the Parish 
Council interacts with you please speak to any Councillor or contact John Howard. 
 
Maintenance – We continue to chase individual items, but encourage people to complain independently to 
Cambs County Council at www.cambridgeshire.gov.uk where there is a “report a highways fault” form. We 
understand there is a greater likelihood of action with more public complaints. 
 
Meetings - We continue to attend the A1307 Parishes Forum. the Haverhill Area Forum and the GCP Local 
Liaison Forum.

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THE MEADOW SCHOOL, BALSHAM 
 
By the time you read this, we will have passed the one year mark of many of our children spending a 
considerable amount of time at home to learn. I don’t think a year ago, anyone could ever have anticipated 
the amount of time we wouldn’t be open to all of our pupils. As teachers, we come into teaching to work with 
young people, to educate them not only in the content of the National Curriculum but also things such as 
social interactions, trust, friendships, life skills, self-esteem, confidence, and resilience (although the list 
really is endless). The past year has taught us that face-to-face interactions are crucial and relationships 
over a screen are really not the same.  
 
We have been immensely lucky, our school community have pulled together to ensure in the past year we 
can keep going as best as we can. Parents have supported children’s learning at home whilst also trying to 
balance their own jobs and commitments. Teachers have adapted to using technology to deliver the 
curriculum remotely through live lessons, whilst also still teaching the children of key workers in school. 
Children at home have learnt to work remotely, accessing Google Classroom and Google Meet, unmuting 
themselves, turning cameras on and off and doing their work in their own home, whilst still being able to see 
and chat to their teacher and friends on screen if needed. Children in school have adapted to being in 
smaller groups, being taught by a mixture of teachers and perhaps not having their close friends in school. 
School staff have adapted to one-way systems, bubbles of children, not seeing colleagues in other ‘bubbles’, 
taped floors, hand sanitiser everywhere, wearing face coverings in communal areas. 
 
Children have missed so many rites of passage in their school journey, concerts, trips, residentials, 
assemblies, school plays, time with buddies, transition events for moving schools/classes, face-to- face 
school council meetings – the list is endless. It is now time to start to use the time we have left in school this 
academic year to make memories and ensure we give every single child the best experience we can. Whilst 
‘catching up’ on learning is important, so is ‘catching up’ on life experiences.  
 
The joy on the faces of the children and staff on 8 March when all children returned to school was incredible. 
Friendships were reignited, children were excited to be back in school and learning and playing with their 
classmates and teachers were delighted to be talking to children in the flesh rather than on a screen. 
However, much technology has enabled the curriculum to continue to be taught, teaching and interacting in 
person, having those face-to- face relationships and social interactions is vital. The light at the end of the 
tunnel is now shining much brighter. Vaccines are being rolled out at a truly impressive speed and parents 
and staff are embracing the lateral flow testing to keep everyone as safe as we can. It is vital that our whole 
school community continues to follow the rules on lockdown and we go at the steady pace needed to ensure 
we can keep school open to everyone. We are so close and the future is definitely much brighter.  
 
Whatever the final term of the school year brings, we are determined it will be a good one and one filled with 
positive memories and experiences for our children.

You will receive a letter direct from NHS England giving you further instructions about how to 
book your vaccination. 
 
May we take this opportunity to remind everyone that, if you have booked a vaccine appointment but are not 
going to attend, please let us know as soon as possible so that we can offer your vaccine to someone else.  
We appreciate that everyone wants to know when their appointment will be, and we are working as fast as 
possible to get through our patient lists. Contacting us before being invited however, will not make this 
process move any faster.  Please bear us as our team continue to work incredibly hard to deliver the vaccine 
into our community. 
 
Please remember – you will NEVER be asked for payment for the COVID-19 vaccination. Any text 
message, letter or telephone call requesting your bank details and/or payment should be ignored. 
Please pass this message on to anyone who may be more susceptible to this type of scam. 
 
Information about the virus and the vaccine changes rapidly. To keep completely up to date with the latest 
guidance please go to the Government website www.gov.uk and the NHS UK website www.nhs.uk  If you 
know of someone who does not have access to a computer and you do, please help them access the latest 
information.
